•	More than 80,000 people live in gold mining towns or 
regions across Australia.

•	Australia is the second largest producer of gold in the world, 
with approximately 70% of total production in WA.

•	WA’s population quadrupled during the gold rush decade of 
1893-1903.

•	Between 1886 and 1900, gold accounted for 88 percent of 
WA’s export income.

•	The Golden Eagle is the largest gold nugget discovered in 
WA, weighing 35.3 kilograms.

•	Many early prospectors walked to the Coolgardie and 
Kalgoorlie goldfields - a journey of 595km from Perth.

DOWNLOAD APP

•	Allow up to 2 hours to complete the trail and 
approximately 3 hours for groups.

•	Download the free Heart of Gold Australia app from your 
app store and the trail bundle in the app before arriving in 
the city. Elizabeth Quay has free WiFi if you forget.

•	Enable your location services and Bluetooth services on your 
device.

•	Make sure your device has full battery or consider taking a 
battery pack.

•	Don’t forget to bring headphones.

•	Be safe and sun smart – remember to bring a hat, 
sunscreen and a water bottle.

•	Be aware of traffic – cross at lights and keep your eyes up. 
When referring to the app/map, stop somewhere safe.

•	Save and share your photos on social media, tag us and 
use #heartofgold.

•	You can get to Elizabeth Quay by public transport or car. See 
the Heart of Gold Australia app trail resources for details.
